
ORDINANCE NO. 830

AN ORDINANCE DEDICATING A CERTAIN PORTION OF LOT 14 IN THE CITY OF WASHINGTON, KANSAS INDUSTRIAL PARK AS A PUBLIC STREET.

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Washington, Kansas has deemed it necessary and expedient to dedicate a certain portion of Lot 14 located in the Industrial Park in the City of Washington and presently owned by the City of Washington for use as a public street.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF WASHINGTON, KANSAS:

Section 1.  That the City of Washington, Kansas does hereby dedicate for perpetual use by the public as a street, together with a permanent utility easement with the right to erect, lay, construct, install, connect to and thereafter use, operate, inspect, repair, maintain, replace, remove, and relocate any and all utilities and appurtenances, said street described as follows:


The North sixty feet (60’) of Lot Fourteen (14) of the Industrial Park Subdivision 




to the City of Washington, in the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4) of Section Twelve 




(12), Township Three (3) South, Range Three (3) East of the 6th P.M., 





Washington County, Kansas.

Section 2.  The aforementioned and described street shall be considered a permanent public reservation as if dedicated for public use by a private owner, the grant and other provisions of this dedication shall constitute a covenant running with the land and may be vacated only in accordance with law applicable to the vacation of public reservations.


Section 3.  That the City Clerk shall file certified copies of this ordinance in the offices of the County Clerk and of the Register of Deeds of Washington County, Kansas, to be recorded as provided by K.S.A. 15-427.

Section 4.  That this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage, approval and publication in the official city newspaper.
